Visibility from one end of the trail to the other end.

Open space for light in the center of the site

Meander path for interest

Buffer neighbors with native plantings without blocking light
Remove non-native and invasive plantings |

Plant native trees, shrubs and ground cover

Provide plantings for animal habitat, cover and food

Provide for infiltration with rain garden at low point.

Provide vehicular protection with bollards and rock outcrops
Remove stumps and prune existing trees for health and safety

Provide natural log benches for resting
