PETTY PROPERTY CRIMES CONTINUE IN THE VILLAGE- by the Town Marshal:
Excluding un-reported thefts, reported property thefts continue monthly in the Village. In
January, a villager went into his UN-locked garage, to find some of his tools missing. On the
more unusual side: a villager returned from out of town to find his rear double doors pushed
open, muddy footprints all over his carpet and empty pop cans (from his refrigerator) on the
deck along w/ some stools from inside his house. The King County Sheriff thinks they were
neighborhood kids who often draw less notice from Villagers. This is consistent with most
of the property thefts that occur now monthly in our area. There has also been drug
paraphernalia found on the roadside. The assumption is that younger adults and kids from
the area (and some documented previously, from Seattle) regularly case our cars, garages,
yards and exterior doors for un-locked targets that can easily be carried and quickly sold-
possibly to support drug purchases. Please take notice of anyone (regardless of age or time
of day) on your street that you do not recognize, especially if they are carrying something.
We have seen purses, cell phones & more stolen from cars — or the cars themselves, stolen
from driveways that were “only there for a minute”, as well as a laptop from a bedroom
window and more. So far, the only thefts reported are those that occurred when doors or
windows were not locked. I do not know how to say this any other way: LOCK IT OR
LOSE IT.

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COUNCIL BUSINESS: At the January Council meeting:

® John Rose appeared before the Council and shared his thoughts on why local
government works, particularly in small towns like Beaux Arts. He also shared why he
would like to be the Town’s next mayor. After he finished his remarks, the Council
voted unanimously to appoint Mr. Rose as mayor filling the remaining two years of
Judee Wells’ term. The Council expressed their thanks both to Judee for her many years
of service to the Town as a Planning Commissioner, a Councilmember, and as Mayor
and to John Rose for his willingness to enthusiastically take the reins from Judee.

® C(Clerk-Treasurer Spens reported that our insurance carrier has advised the Town to report
volunteer hours to the Dept. of Labor and Industry in case someone is hurt during a
volunteer work party. She will remind leaders of work parties, e.g. the Town Clean Ups,
to provide an estimate of hours worked after each activity. (This does not apply to
WABA work parties.)

¢ The Council adopted a resolution authorizing an interlocal agreement with King County
for a Regional Affordable Housing Program. The program has no direct cost to the
Town, but our participation makes King County eligible for additional Federal funding.
In addition, the program provides the Town the opportunity to participate indirectly in
the development of affordable housing in the County.

¢ The Council completed their discussion on the increasing number of private
encroachments on Town property and will forward a set of goals, guidelines, and other
useful materials to the Planning Commission to use in studying the issue after the
Planning Commission completes their work on proposed tree regulations.

¢ (Councilmember Young reported that the Tree Committee has provided a revised draft of
the Tree Ordinance to the Planning Commission. The draft incorporates the comments
made and ideas generated by the Planning Commission’s public hearing last November.
The Planning Commission will hold a second public hearing in February to allow public
comment on the revised draft and, when their work is completed, they will forward the
proposed legislation and their recommendations to the Council.

e Councilmember Sharp reported that a tree on the ROW along SE 28™ Street that was
damaged by construction activities would be removed and replaced as soon as the
adjacent property owner provides insurance information.
