COUNCIL BUSINESS: At the July Council meeting:

e The Council held a hearing for the public to comment on the proposed Tree Ordinance. After hearing from
members of the public who attended or who submitted written comments prior to the meeting, the Council
passed the proposed ordinance with amendments.

e The Council adopted Resolution 243 setting fees for Tree Removal Permits.

e  Councilmember Eulau reported that he has identified leaders for eight of the nine Emergency Preparedness
Blocks in Beaux Arts and that at least three of the leaders have had meetings to discuss the ‘Map Your
Neighborhood’ program.

e The Council tabled discussion about the Town’s No Wake buoys, including whether to relocate them, until the
September meeting.

There is a strong
correlation between warmer temperatures and beach activity. Please remember:

Garbage- Pack it in, pack it out. We have added 2 more recycle cans but they only are picked up twice a month.
Overflowing garbage cans lead to a big mess and fat crows, so please take your trash with you!

Guests - Our beach is private. Members must accompany guests at all times. Vehicles must have parking stickers
or passes to avoid a ticket. Members need a reservation for groups of 12 or more. Please make your reservations and
get your parking passes from WABA Clerk Gail D’ Alessio. The beach does already have several reservations for
August, so please be respectful of your fellow neighbors and check with Gail if you are planning to entertain guests
at the beach at any time. Please also carpool or walk whenever you can!
