MARSHAL REPORT:  The big city keeps coming our way…  Mid-November vandals hit the 

men’s beach restroom with graffiti.  Please contact Walter Scott or Scott Harpster with any 

information you may have relating to this incident, as it is a crime. In the meantime, we thank the 

Beach Master, Forrest Kulp, for cleaning it off.  The restrooms are now closed for the winter. 

  

Reminder: If you leave on vacation, please make arrangements with your neighbors or others to 

visit your home occasionally to give the “we’re home look”. For example, eliminate newspapers 

out in the front yard, park a car in the driveway & have it moved, change what lights are left on.  

Activities like these keep thieves guessing and your house off their target list. 

 

COUNCIL BUSINESS:  At the November 9, 2010 meeting, the Council: 

 Held the second of two public hearings to discuss the 2011 Budget.  This second hearing 

presented a proposed budget with improved estimates of revenues and expenditures for each 

fund.  As with the preliminary budget, the Council reviewed this proposed budget line by line 

and made revisions to keep it as small as possible (in this difficult economic climate) while 

still ensuring that the basic needs are met.  In December, the Council will adopt the final 

budget by ordinance. 

 Passed Ordinance No. 378 authorizing a 1% increase in the dollar amount of taxes to be 

levied on property in Beaux Arts for 2011 and setting the dollar value of the levy. 

 Discussed the merits of continued taping of the entire Council meeting and decided to 

discontinue the practice.  Council minutes are not a verbatim transcript of the proceedings; 

they document the actions taken by the Council and the reasons for taking them.  The 

Council feels the minutes accurately reflect these actions.  The public-hearing portion of the 

Council meeting will be taped as required by law. 

 Continued discussions about the Town’s Tree Ordinance.  This discussion will be ongoing 

for several months while the Council deliberates what changes, if any, to make to this 

ordinance. 
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NEXT COUNCIL MEETING:  The next regular meeting of the Town Council will be held at 

7:00pm on Tuesday, December 14, 2010 at Aaron Sharp’s house.   

 

WASHINGTON STATE TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT BOARD (WSTIB) 

GRANT AWARDED:  Thanks to the hard work of the 108
th

 Ave Committee, particularly 

Donna Stowe and Susan Kennedy, the Town will receive a grant of $98,000 from WSTIB to 

make improvements to the 108
th

 ROW.  Plans for these improvements are still in development.
